Here are the instructions I used.  They were fairly easy to do. 

5"x7" Pocket Instructions

Here's some basic instructions for making the pockets.  I used 12"x12" Stardream metallic cardstock (105 lb.) for my pockets, but I'm sure any heavy cardstock (80 lb. or more) of this size would work. Each 12"x12" sheet will give you two pockets.

1. First I cut a rectangle 5" by 10.5". (Two of these per sheet with a decent amount left over to use for favors tags, place cards, etc.). I did this by cutting 1.5" off the top of the sheet first to leave a 12"x10.5" sheet. Then I cut the two 5"x10.5" rectangles from this.  This will leave a 12"x1.5" rectangle to be used for any other DIY projects.


2. I have some scrapbooking tools from Creative Memories that I used to create the half- moon shape on the pocket, but you could easily do this with some tool from Michaels/A.C.Moore or by hand.  You could also cut a triangle out to make it more of an angle than a curve.

3. Then I scored each sheet 7" down (from the flat-top side, not the half-moon side) and folded up the smaller end to make the pocket. 

4. I used a very thin strip adhesive (similar to the Glue Dots brand, I think the brand was Zots) to adhere the pocket once I folded it up. I wanted to use a very thin strip as opposed to double sided tape so that I could make my inserts a bit wider. I'm sure double sided tape or a glue pen adhesive would work well too. I recommend using double stick tape.  I used the glue pen for some and they became wrinkly.  If that makes sense.

I ordered the pink backing from cards and pockets already cut which was nice.
